
The Bill is high on the Order of Business and is likely to be dealt with by the 
Legislative Council when Parliamentary sittings resume after the winter 
recess. 

Backroom work on rolling out new legislation will continue during the winter 
recess and we remain hopeful that the Minister will have a very positive 
message to convey to delegates when he opens this year’s Conference.
